It is intended to accompany the wider Joint Strategic Needs Assessment of
Reading. Profiles have been created for each of the Electoral Wards within Reading.

The profiles are split into nine topics with these being accompanied by a summary of key findings and supported
by metadata (information about the data used within the profiles).

The profiles are a tool which will be regularly developed with both improved functionality and also new and
refreshed indicator data. We welcome your comments and suggestions so that we can ensure future
developments are relevant and useful to you.

The profiles are in the main based only on data that are collected nationally with a high degree of completeness.
This has been supplemented with local data where this has been considered appropriate.

Some indicators may give small numbers at Ward level. This should be taken into consideration when
interpreting the data. Small changes in counts can lead to wide variance in the rate, and counts can vary
significantly from year to year.

Any provisional conclusions drawn from the profiles should be compared with other sources of information, both
guantitative and qualitative.



1. SUMMARY

There are 8,926 people living in Southcote 22.7% of these are children aged 0 to 15 and 17.2% are older people aged 65 and over. The non-white British
population accounts for 25.7% of the total population. 83% of the Southcote population were born in the UK. This is more than the average of Reading.

Out of the 16 wards in Reading, Southcote is the seventh most deprived ward. 22.1% of children in Southcote are at risk of living in poverty, compared with 18.7%
across Reading.

In Southcote 12.9% of the working age population claim benefits compared with 9.6% in Reading. 63.6% of the population of Southcote who are aged 16 to 74
years are in employment. This is lower than the average in Reading. In Southcote, the majority of people in employment (35% of workers) were employed in
managerial/professional/technical occupations. 16% of workers were employed in professional occupations. 26.9% of working age people in Southcote have no
formal qualifications.

56.4% of children living in Reading achieved 5 GCSEs at grade A* to C. 46.7% of children living in Southcote achieved 5 GCSEs at grade A* to C. 57.4% of
children living in Reading achieved the expected level of attainment at Key Stage 2. 62.1% of children living in Southcote achieved the expected level of attainment
at Key Stage 2.

The average life expectancy at birth for males living in Southcote is 79.1 years. The average life expectancy at birth for females in Southcote is 85.1 years. Death
rates from all causes in people aged less than 75 are as expected. Emergency hospital admissions for all causes are lower than expected*.

An estimated 27.1% of adults in Southcote are obese. An estimated 16.7% of adults in Southcote binge drink. An estimated 24.5% of adults in Southcote eat
healthily.

There are a total of 3676 dwellings in Southcote. The most common housing type in Southcote is Semi-detached. This accounts for 37.46% of all housing. The
average household size in Southcote is 2.4 people and 5.9% of housing in Southcote is classifed as needing one or more bedrooms more than it has in order to be
adequately sized for the number of people living there.

There were 382 crimes recorded in Southcote during 2013/14. This equates to 44 crimes per 1,000 people living in Southcote - a rate that is lower than the
average across Reading.

In Southcote, according to the urban/rural classification from ONS 2012, 100% of the population live in areas classified as urban city and town.

6. HEALTH

It is often difficult to use health data when looking at small areas such as Wards. This is because of the size of the numbers involved. For example, only a few people
from each Ward may be admitted to hospital each year for a specific condition. When we are looking at numbers that are very small we have to consider two key points
before they are used in profiles such as this. Firstly, when numbers are small we are not legally able to share them as the individual may be identifiable from the data.
Secondly, it is difficult to come to any reliable conclusions from information which is based on these small numbers. It may also be the case that the information is not
available at these low levels. This is particularly true of information about peoples lifestyles (for example, how many people smoke or drink alcohol). One of the ways
that this is overcome is to use 'modelled' data. This is data that has been taken from a much larger number of people and used to estimate the likelihood of a certain
characteristic appearing in other areas such as Wards depending on some key features of that area such as how many people of a particular age group live there.
