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Financial Representatives





What is a Financial Representative?





If you need some support looking after your finances, you can appoint a financial representative to do this for you or if you are unable to make this decision a financial representative can be appointed to do this.





Who can be a Financial Representative?





Your Financial Representative could be a family member or a friend or someone you trust.


The Financial Representative maybe someone you appointed as your Lasting Power of Attorney. They could also become your Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) Appointee to manage your state benefits or if you are unable to manage your finance they may become your Court of Protection Deputy.





What does it mean if you are a Financial Representative?





If you act as someone’s Financial Representative, all information regarding the financial assessment and invoices will be sent to you.


This will include completing the Financial Assessment and providing evidence such as bank statements as well as any reviews that happen.


If you are DWP Appointee, have LPA or Deputyship, these roles have additional responsibility.
